Minutes

November 1, 2007

Matt Kennedy:

· Agenda: Meeting Procedure, First Quarter Review, Goals from last Meeting, The Slate’s Plans, Confirmation of Chairs. 

· Meeting Procedure—Meetings will be running differently this year:

· The executive slate is accepting motions to change

· The default speaking time is 30 seconds

· The default number of speakers is 10. 

· First Quarter Review: 19 representatives ran for four seats for the Class of 2011 (record number). They were voted for by 33% of the class (482 votes)

· 9 representatives ran for the class of 2009 spot, which Devika Persaud won. 

· Executive cabinet has so far met with Kimberly Goff-Crews, Vice President/Dean of Students, David Fithian, Secretary of the University, Hank Weber, Vice President of community Affairs, Gwynne Dilday, Vice President of University Human Resources Management. 
· This has served to get the voice of the Student Government to the administration of the college. The executive cabinet spoke to these individuals about some of their goals and accomplishments, along with the college’s expansion plans. 
· They spoke to Mr. Weber about retail initiatives in the Hyde Park area and gave their thoughts about the subject. The administration has been excited to have the students’ opinions on these topics. 
· Ms. Dilday gave more insight about a union contract with the workers, and this meeting has given the Executive Cabinet further insight about that situation. 

· Plans for the future: they will meet with President Zimmer later this quarter and they will try to speak with the Student counseling Resource Center to gauge their effects on students. The liaisons are currently scheduling two luncheons with the trustees. 

Hilary Fruitman:

· Hilary has condensed last meeting’s goals of what the SG should do, would do, and will do into three separate categories. 

· First Goal: Increase Transparency

· Second Goal: Facilitate Communication Between Students and Administrations

· Third Goal: Better Connect undergraduates and graduates within the school 

· Campus services goals: more bike racks, make the 173 run South or create a new bust route to take students downtown and back to Hyde Park, create transportation information cards for the student body, and assistance for moving out of university housing

· Finance goals: follow up with RSOs on how they spend their Annual Allocations and SGFC funding

· Student life goals: there should be more public art and more social events

Matt Kennedy:

· Slate Plans: Create an Ad Hoc Funding Committee to reexamine and explore new funding models. They will have a membership plan, a mission statement, and schedule set by the next Assembly meeting. 

· New Initiatives committee has $60,000. By next meeting they will have a clear membership plan, mission, and schedule. They want a lot of members of the student government as part of the discussion about this committee in order to help the university in a meaningful way

· Student Web Week- the Slate wants to help RSOs get online. A clear plan is not laid out yet for this, but they’ll try to have it during Winter Quarter. The Slate is excited to have any help or input on this project, because so far it is just an idea in the works. 

Scott Duncombe: 

· Committee Chair Confirmations: Each chair nominee needs a yay vote form the majority of the voting Assembly Members to be confirmed. (Abstention = nay vote).

· Adama Wiltshire: Committee on Recognized Student Organizations

· President of Model UN team, Editor-in-Chief- Noyes magazine. They have approved 17 new RSO applications and approved 8 of them. They encouraged the other applications to take over inactive RSOs that have similar objectives, while others were asked to collaborate with academic departments. 
· CORSO also allocated space in which everyone basically got what they wanted, and they gave 14 RSOs space to meet while 9 RSOs got office space. 
· This year they will plan a new inventory so that items not used consistently can be available for use by all RSOs. This will also allow them to keep track of what equipment is available collectively. 
· CORSO also wants to develop a system to facilitate easier access to RSO finances and to revamp the process to get more RSOs to apply. They are also looking to increase collaboration by hosting brown bag sessions. 

· Motion to confirm Adama Wiltshire as CORSO chair: All in favor. None Opposed. PASSED

· Chris Williams: Campus Services

· Campus Services is working on an eCommerce network, which will allow any official student group to market merchandise and purchase by credit card. They are collaborating with ORCSA and NSIT as well. They are also working on online food orders from Hutch Commons. 
· They will also be meeting with the manager of the bookstore next week in order to gauge their concerns. They want to collaborate campus opinions and issues to manage lower level policy and work to improve the campus on the micro level. 

· The Airport Shuttle should also be completed for the end of Fall Quarter. 

· Motion to confirm Chris Williams: 24 in favor. One opposed. PASSED. 

· Emale Gray: Student Life Committee

· This committee is all about bringing students together. They want RSOs to collaborate to plan bigger events together. 
· For the Fall quarter this committee is trying to plan:

· 1) Language (In)Tolerance, bringing together all of the cultural RSOs and having debate topics

· 2) Diversity Dinner, taking place in Ida Noyes, and representatives from each cultural organization will be required to attend. They will come and discuss issues such as immigration. It will be an open forum to meet people from other cultures and to get to know each other

· 3)New Initiatives & Event Planning, which will encourage RSOs to come together to plan their events for the upcoming year instead of doing it last minute. The organization that creates the best fall event that promotes the goals of the Student Life Committee will win $500 from Citibank to use for their event. 

· Emale is also working on incorporating graduate programs into the Student Life Committee’s events. He has a lot of experience getting outside sponsorships. He takes ideas and expands them to make bigger events that reach out to a larger proportion of the student body
· Motion to confirm Emale Gray: All in favor. None opposed. PASSED. 
· Kati Proctor: Student Government Finance Committee

· SGFC distributes 40% of the $185,177 allocated for student activities. 

· The initial meetings have gone very well, in which they allocated $14,426.13 over three meetings. 

· They are working to work as well with the RSOs to create a good relationship and also to give them as much money as possible without quickly exhausting their budget. 

· Motion to confirm Kati Proctor: All in favor. None opposed. PASSED.
