A. Ad Hoc committee



1. Due to minimal response from RSOs, reorganization is on hold



2. Comments:




-SG should specifically contact RSO leaders who have given feedback before

-RSO leaders may not have enough time or interest to redesign the system

A. SGFC Guideline Changes

1. Propose to have appeals (or notification of intention to appeal) due within 24 hrs instead of 72, and that major budget deviations would require re-application




-most groups already respond within 24 hrs




-problem is that CC meets & votes on Wednesdays 




-purpose of appeal is if SGFC made a mistake or misinterpretation




-RSOs get information about appeals at SGFC meetings

-What are ‘major deviations’?

-would prefer RSOs appeal with exact same budget, but corrections/small changes should be ok





-problems with bait-and-switch situations




-Shouldn’t put too much pressure on RSOs, as the priority is to serve them

-Maybe add an emergency provision if students have papers / didn’t get the email, etc
