A. Intro/overview



-feel free to contact either liaison with concerns for the board



-board doesn’t set policy, but can ‘ask hard questions’


-next board meeting on 12/8



-trustee lunches are being planned



-goal is to initiate more trustee-student interaction


B. Q & A

Q: If 75% of student body said that they want a permanent student rep on the board, would it happen?




-probably not, due to structure of the board

-there are other ways to communicate – get trustees on campus more frequently, student life committee, etc

-a permanent student rep would happen through the board recognizing the value of student contributions, not consensus among students

Q: What are your goals --  what’s the structure/process of your input to the Board?




-currently building credibility with trustees & administration

-by end of the quarter, goal is to have a larger student meeting; then follow-up with the possibility of more student representation




-in June, if situation looks good, may push for permanent student rep

Q: How do you report back to students?

-working on a more formalized brief for after meetings

Q: Publication of trustee meeting minutes?




-controversial due to confidentiality issues (personnel decisions, numbers)




-can push for more public knowledge of what goes on




-minutes themselves don’t need to be accessible, just the main points
