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Record Participation in College Council Elections

Following a trend that started last year with unprecedented participation in the slate and the spring college council elections, participation in college council elections for the class of 2011 is at a record high, with nineteen first-years turning in petitions placing them on the ballot.


“This level of participation is a reflection of the trend towards a more legitimate and fully representative student government.  It also shows the hard work put in by this year’s Executive Slate and the members of College Council elected in the spring quarter elections,” said Scott Duncombe, President of the Student Association.  “Students have begun to recognize the role that student government plays as a liaison with the administration and as a forum for discussing issues important to the University Community.”

Hilary Fruitman, this year’s Vice President for Administration knows how hard it is to run as a first year, having run as a first year only a year ago.  “When I ran, there were only ten candidates.  This is going to be a much more difficult election,” she said.  “Having nineteen candidates means that the first year class is already active and engaged, and will bring new energy and excitement to Student Government.”

Even though there are only four first-year seats on the College Council, all students can get involved in student government, even if they are not elected. “We look forward to working with everyone who has expressed an interest in Student Government.  The majority of the work of Student Government happens in committees, and there are many committees where non-voting members play an important role,” said Matt Kennedy, Vice President for Student Affairs.

The election will be held during third week, from 9AM Tuesday (10/9) through 5PM Thursday (10/11).  All first years will be allowed to vote for four candidates from the field of nineteen and the top four vote-getters will earn a seat on the council.  Voting happens at the Student Government website: sg.uchicago.edu.  Elections results will be announced at 6PM Thursday (10/11) in Hutchinson Commons.

There will also be a special election for an open third-year representative spot, vacated by a member of the council who has left the university.  Candidates will be voted in by the College Council at the first college council meeting.
