Budget: $ 2924.80
Proposal: Every year the Human Development department holds a conference for people to present their masters theses. People from this department and others, including undergraduate and graduate students, will present their work. They are buying alcoholic drinks and agree to follow all of ORCSA’s alcohol guidelines. The Human Development department is not providing any financial contribution, however they feel that this lack of support does not mean this event is unimportant. They have tried to find a room in Ida Noyes, which would be cheaper, but there are no rooms available.

· Alcoholic drinks are not necessary for conference. If anything, it would work against the event. 

· Speaker fees will be funded, but the post-conference dinner should be cut, decorations will not be funded, and lunch will not be funded.

· The lunch should be funded by the Human Development department because it is a close event with a professor.
