Organization: Psi Chi – National Honor Society for Psychology (Academic)
Event: Stereotyping:  A Talk with Joshua Correll
Budget: $49.81
Proposal: Psi Chi is hosting a talk with Professor Correll, a faculty member in the psychology department. They already have a room booked but are asking for funds to buy snacks for the event, specifically soda, chips, and pretzels. Expected attendance is about thirty-five students. 
Thoughts: 

·   This budget is not within the ten-day limit. 
Motion: Motion to fun in full. Five in favor. MOTION PASSED. 
Final Budget: $49.81
Organization: Polish American Students Association
Event: International Food Festival
Budget: $377.50
Proposal: They are requesting money for the International Food Festival. 
Thoughts: 

· Are we okay with paying for a $30 delivery fee? 
· The restaurant they are ordering from is on the North Side, so it is a legitimate request.

Motion: Motion to fund in full. Five in favor. MOTION PASSED. 
Final Budget: $377.50
Organization: SNMA-MAPS
Event: Health Disparities in Minority Populations
Budget: $300
Proposal: Three very well renowned doctors are coming to campus to speak. SNMA-MAPS is expecting a large turnout of not only pre-medical students but students of other concentrations as well. Expected attendance is 70 students. The group has tried to fund raise in the past but is requesting funding to provide food at the event. 
Thoughts: 

·   They are asking for an unnecessary amount of money for advertising. The big posters should be cut; the other posters can be printed on non-glossy instead of glossy paper. 
· Should we give them food for this event? It comes out to $3.50 per person, which is reasonable

· Most probably they will not get the expected turnout of 70 people. SG expects about 25 people to attend, and based on this cost the food should cost about $80

· $5.60 will be given for posters

Motion: Motion to fund $85. Four in favor. One opposed because of figure discrepancies. MOTION PASSED.
Final Budget: $85.00
Organization: Gingarte Capoeira
Event: 5th Annual Women’s Encounter
Budget: $3,520.20
Proposal: This group has been given $975 from Annual Allocations specifically for this event, but most of it was spent on subsidizing the classes they offer. Their remaining balance will be put towards this event. They are planning to fly in a speaker from Brazil that runs a women’s and children’s organization. They are planning a three-day event without food. They are reaching out to several organizations on campus to increase attendance and are using the Mark for on-campus publicity. This is their only large event all year so they are putting a lot of effort into it. Gingarte Capoeira is now asking for funding for advertising through the Mark, instructor fees, plane ticket, honorarium for the speaker, and staff fees for the Lab School gymnasium. They are asking for a donation of $10, but they will not require purchase of a ticket. This event is open to everyone and aims to create a dialogue about the women’s issues of today. UBallet has also agreed to cosponsor this event and they will probably get some money from community sponsors. They think the two extra instructors add value to the event because they bring different perspectives along with their different experiences working with women and children. 
Thoughts: 

·   They should not be spending $1600 on an airplane ticket. In the past we’ve decided not to fund plane tickets. SG would have to pay for the speakers and their flights. It is a very admirable cause, but it is too expensive. 
· Also, it does not seem like that many people will come to this event. 

· How much money should we spend on this event? The impact of this event should not be that great, so we should not spend more than $500. 

· They did have $1000 from Annual Allocations but they misused it. 

· $500 is not enough for them to fly in their speakers, so it will ultimately just be used for more food for their event

· Their allocation must be either higher or nothing at all. Otherwise it is pointless. We can find one specific part of their budget and choose to fund it. 

· This group did grossly mismanage their funds, so they should not just get more money

· They should get $1600 for plane tickets or nothing at all

Motion: Motion to fund $500. Three in favor. One opposed. Two abstentions. TIE: SGFC Chair opposed. MOTION FAILS. 

Motion to not fund at all. Three in favor. One opposed. Two abstentions. TIE: Chair votes in favor. MOTION PASSED. 
Final Budget: $0.00
Organization: Muslim Student Association
Event: Black History Month Event
Budget: $ 11,312
Proposal: This event is trying to bring a performance group to campus to perform a play in honor of Black History Month. They feel this play will be relevant for students on this campus. They have support from other RSOs, such as the Middle Eastern Studies Students Association, OLAS, ACSA, Chicago Society, OBS and Interfaith Dialogue, which have promised to possibly cosponsor the event. The budget consists of 6 roundtrip airplane tickets, a bus ticket, hotel rooms for two nights for each of the performers, cab fare and advertising. MSA can charge for admission in order to cut costs. The performers themselves have reached out to other organizations that have guaranteed that they will attend. Other than ticket sales, they do not have any other sources of funding.  
Thoughts: 

· If all of the RSOs they have are legitimately interested in this event, they should all come in and request funds. That way a greater portion of the event could be funded. 
· Would SG be comfortable with $6000? 

· Realistically speaking, funding this event would leave us with very little money for the rest of the quarter since we only have $22,000 left and it’s only January

· This group has not done any fund raising or made any concerted effort to raise money on their own

· Something SGFC did last year was give them a lump sum of money with the suggestion that they raise the rest of the money on their own

· A lot of people should come to this event, although they probably will not be able to fill Mandel Hall. If they charge for tickets, they can probably come up with $5000. Given this figure, they should be given $2500 to jump-start the event. If they manage to raise a significant amount of money for the event, they may receive more funds in the future. 

Motion: Motion to fund $2500. Six in favor. None opposed. MOTION PASSED.  
Final Budget: $2500.00
Organization: FOTA (Festival of the Arts (Fine Arts))
Event: 2008 Festival of the Arts
Budget: $4,557.00
Proposal: FOTA holds a big party with a fashion show every spring. In the past year they have left the tent up and use it as the hub of FOTA. They are collaborating with several RSOs to put on this event. They have revised their budget to take away from the party and to emphasize student performance. They have received about $10,000 less from Annual Allocations than they have in previous years. The budget includes money for a tent, a marquee to help check IDs and to monitor alcohol consumption, and costs of keeping the tent up for a week. They have undergraduates and graduates from all majors and concentrations participating in the event and are expecting 500 to 800 attendees at this event. They are looking to find sponsors but do not have any concrete pledges yet. 
Thoughts: 

·  They don’t need the alcohol, which would cut out the marquee and the bartenders as well. 

· This event should be funded. It is one of the best events on this campus. This group has already been given $6400 for their launch party, and they already have $10,000 for art. 
· They can also get extra sponsorship if they really need more money. 

Motion: Motion to not fund at all. Three in favor. One opposed. One abstention. MOTION PASSED.
Final Budget: $0.00
Organization: SAMSU Singaporean Society
Event: Citylights Chicago 2008
Budget: $4139.86
Proposal: Every year SAMSU puts on a show that is unique. This year they are putting on a dinner theater concert. This is their main event for the year and they think it is the best cultural show on campus. They will be putting on a comedic performance and will be providing a sit-down dinner. It is open to the public. The budget encompasses payment for the venue, set, costumes and publicity. The costumes could potentially be used again. The food will be funded for entirely by ticket sales. International House is funding their event in part, they have $1064 from Annual Allocations, which is going towards the venue and the sound system, and they have about $1000 from another source as well. 
Thoughts: 

·   Considering this is a cultural show and that this is not an actual wedding, we should cut centerpieces, shot glasses, party favors and part of the advertising. This brings it down to $1820.16. None of the things that were cut add programmatic value to the event

· $2000 would cover costumes, modified advertisements, some decorations, but no gifts.
Motion: Motion to fund $2000.00. Five in favor. One opposed. MOTION PASSED. 
Final Budget: $2000.00
