Budget: $369.85
Proposal: They are holding two events for Students in Action Week to bring progressive movements from off-campus to the student body. They are using their Annual Allocations money to pay the speakers and to advertise, but they are requesting money to have food at the event for the attendees and for the speakers.

· It comes out to $1/person for food, which is reasonable.

· In the past we have given acappella groups money for a venue. It is up to them what they do to get people to attend. 

· We funded CMAC’s venue for their concert, so we should fund this.

Event: Annual Conference
Budget: $375.00
Proposal: This conference will allow all second years to present their theses. SGFC gave this group $1700 for this event but they have since discovered many hidden costs with the room that they reserved. For example, the venue requires a house manager for the entire duration of the vent and also there needs to be a technician. None of these costs are negotiable. 
Thoughts: 

· In the future we should have a list of these hidden fees for all of the rooms on campus. 
· It shouldn’t be SGFC’s responsibility to find these costs for RSOs.

Motion: Motion to fund $375.00 with the suggestion that in the future they should be more prepared. Five in favor. None opposed. MOTION PASSED.

Event: First Responder Class
Budget: $738.60
Proposal: They focus of this group is to train students to be first responders. They are doing it on a volunteer basis and will be able to certify students at the end of their training. This group is starting a class for 20 people and is asking for essential equipment to teach the course. The trainers cannot certify people without this equipment. Some things are going to be borrowed from the P.E. department of the college. They have chosen a vendor that offers free shipping and are charging students $15 for renting textbooks. They are going to store all of this equipment in a room in Henry Crown. The budget also asks for additional textbooks. They have received $750 from an outside source.

Proposal: The Federalist Society will be inviting these speakers to come to campus. This budget is asking for money for pizza and drinks for both events. This will probably be the last time the Federalist Society will request funds from SGFC. 
Thoughts: 

· We are voting to spend almost $1000 on pizza and drinks alone. Do we really want to do that?
· It’s only coming out to $4.24/person, and these events do draw a lot of people to the event.

Event: Ballroom Team Coach
Budget: $ 1,980 or $3,960
Proposal: This group wants to start competing against other schools and to do this they need a coach. They have been in contact with Northwestern and the University of Michigan and have been invited to several competitions. It is almost impossible to place in competitions without a coach. The money they make from their social dance classes will only cover registration fees for the competitions. They applied to become a sports team but were rejected because their members are not only undergraduates; they also have members from the hospitals and graduate schools. The earliest they can overcome the hurdles would be by next quarter. Since they submitted their last budget to SGFC, their membership has increased. 
Thoughts: 

· They’re trying to get money for both winter and spring quarter. They also did not make that much of a concerted effort to gain the sports team status. 
· It does take a lot of time to become a sports team and they require all members to be U of C students. 

· Not a lot has changed since they last applied for funds in the fall. They have not planned any fundraisers since they came in on November 20th. 

· SGFC’s advice to this group is to be proactive about raising funds on its own.

Event: Capital Improvement
Budget: $2790
Proposal: They are asking for new tutus and bodices. Their membership has grown so they need new costumes for their dancers. They are putting on a particularly big production this year and therefore need clothes. Also, they have more male participants this year than they have ever had in the past, so they also need male costumes. These tutus will last at least 20 years. They have also gotten a grant from the Women’s Board to create a real background for the show. They are charging $5 for entrance.

Organization: Blue Chips

Event: 1st Annual Stock Pitch Competition
Budget: $4337.84
Proposal: Blue Chips is trying to have a stock pitch competition and hopes to send the winner to a bigger competition at Cornell University. They hope in the future to host inter-university competitions at the University of Chicago. Participants will choose a stock from the American Stock Exchange and present a pitch by March 31st. They are anticipating about 20 teams in total. Each team will receive consolation prices, and the final round teams will receive a lunch with the panel judges. Cornell will be giving $160 of the total $1200 for travel costs for the finalist. This budget includes money for transportation expenses for the finalist, spending money for the finalist, welcome baskets for the judges, professionally printed letters for the judges, prize money, and advertising. They are looking for sponsorship from other large investment firms. So far they have secured $1500 from a firm and they are looking for other sponsors. 
Thoughts: 

· They don’t need the vinyl banner, cut Facebook flyers, no advertisement in the Maroon, cut the funds for professionally printed letters, no welcome packages, no prize money, no plane tickets because there are no quotes, they can have $8/meal for each judge, no consolation prizes because losers don’t get prizes. 
· SGFC cannot fund intangibles or prize money

· This group has not provided any concrete price quotes. 

· The sum of everything SGFC feels comfortable funding comes to under $1500, and Blue Chips already has $1500 from outside sponsorship.

Event: Emmy-Award Winner John Stossel - 2008 Milton Friedman Lecturer and Host of ABC’s 20/20
Budget: $8,279
Proposal: John Stossel has been working for ABC for a very long time and over his career has received 19 Emmys. An outside sponsor is willing to pay for half of this event, but the College Republicans still must pay about $8000. Stossel would be an amazing speaker to bring to campus. He costs $20,000 in total, but the sponsor will pay $12,000. SGFC is being asked only to pay for the speaking fees. They would not like to charge students because it would hinder attendance. 
Thoughts: 

· We might want to discuss this one but learn from the James Carvel event, which cost $26,000. $8000 is a lot of money; it is the same amount we give to cultural shows, which charge. This group will get the money from somewhere else if they do not get enough from us; they will have this speaker come to campus. 

· The group should definitely charge for the event and should look for other sponsors. 
· $2500 should be enough for this event; they can raise the rest from ticket sales. 

· How much are we comfortable funding, per head, based on their projection of 200 attendees?

· This should be an all or nothing deal. 

· This is a lot of money for them to have to raise themselves. We should give them something and then ask that they make up the rest. 

· $10 a head is a good amount to fund for this event.
