Budget: $600.00
Proposal: The ASU is requesting money to put on a Study Break in order to advertise the Chicago Idol. They hope to use this event to get applications out, set audition dates, and to spread the word about the event. 
Thoughts: 

· They already asked us for money for some sort of winter meeting in October
· This study break falls within the guidelines, but does it have programmatic value?

· There is no hard and fast rule about not funding study breaks, but the issue of programmatic value is an important one. 

· At least some of it should be funded.

· However, they have already received funds for a similar event last quarter. 

· We should fund $400.00 because we capped the International Food Festival so this is a reasonable amount. 

· Others feel that $400.00 is too much, $200 is too little, but $300 is a reasonable amount

Event: Battle of the Bulbs Closing Ceremony
Budget: $221.00
Proposal: This budget will go towards a closing ceremony for Battle of the Bulbs, a competition to see which group can consume the least energy. They will be presenting their energy data and will award the winner. They did not receive any money from Annual Allocations. After revising their budget, CGI still needs money for food, utensils, projector and speaker system.

Organization: Middle Eastern Studies Student Association
Event: Armenian Cultural Night
Budget: $1165.25
Proposal: After deciding to take out the alcohol from this budget, this group decreased the amount it is requesting. Every quarter they have cultural night at which they highlight a specific culture from the Middle East; attendance has been good and people have enjoyed the events. This will be the first cultural night on campus focusing on the Armenian culture. The study break will have poetry reading, live music and food. They have also invited the Turkish student groups and hope to establish a dialogue between the two groups. Their budget asks for money for food and four door prizes; all of the entertainment is being provided by volunteers. 
Thoughts: 

·   Although SGFC does not usually fund for door prizes, in this case they have programmatic value. 
· This budget comes down to $11.65 per person and $8.50 per person for food. 

· Attendance should be high because it is in I-House, which will attract I-House residents, and other Middle Eastern groups will attend also.

· SGFC can pay for the gas money listed in the budget

· Door prizes should not be funded: MESSA will ask obscure question about Armenia and only people that already knew those answer will receive the prizes—this is not fair. 

· SGFC will fund in full except for the $30 for door prizes

Event: UChi-Con
Budget: $592
Proposal: JAS is holding a study break at which it will invite speakers and hold video game screenings. They have acted according to Annual Allocation’s advice and have rented a free room in Stuart. Their current account balance is being saved for a Spring Quarter event. The budget asks for postcards to send to faculty, nametags and snacks. Their event is from 12pm to 8pm, so they will need food; however, their snack budget is not itemized. JAS thinks that an entrance fee will undermine the value of the event and will discourage people from attending. The group received $400 from Annual Allocations for this event. 

Thoughts: 

· This group does not need an entire week of Facebook flyers. That money should be subtracted

· They asked for $2000 from Annual Allocations and received suggestions to charge for entry and to find a free room

Event: Spring Show Study Break
Budget: $1,125
Proposal: This study break has been run several times and has increased in popularity each year. Throughout the evening RBIM usually sees 250-300 people at the study break. The event will publicize their Spring Show, but there is also programmatic value in the sense that there will be dance workshops for the student body. There will also be a DJ playing music when the workshops are not going on. The budget asks for money to order food from Chipotle, soda, water, AV equipment, DJ and workshop instructors.

Event: Platypus Review, Editions Until June (March, April, May, June)
Budget: $2224
Proposal: Platypus is asking for money for future publications of their magazine. They are also holding a fundraiser at a bar.  
Thoughts: 

· They are asking for 5000 copies each time they print, which is a very excessive amount. The publications will be distributed at other campuses as well; SGFC does not fund initiatives for other campuses
· We should fund ¼ of this budget because UChicago is one of four schools that this publication reaches.

Organization: UCDems
Event: 3rd Annual Progressive Gala: Gloria Steinem Expenses
Budget: $13,900.00
Proposal: The Gala was begun two years ago as a nonpartisan event aiming to increase interaction between a number of different RSOs that have progressive goals. Last year there were 17 participating groups. This year the theme is Women in Washington, and they are inviting Gloria Steinem to speak. They will be aiming to create a dialogue between the various different groups. OBS has already agreed to cosponsor. This event aims to unify, educate, and activate. In the past this event won an award for the Most Innovative Event of the Year. The budget asks for a $20,000 honorarium for Gloria Steinem, travel expenses and a hotel. UCDems is hoping to raise about $1000 from fundraising and they have received $5000 from Annual Allocations for this event. The representatives feel that without Gloria Steinem, this event will not succeed. They would prefer to not charge for tickets, but they have in the past. UCDems is willing to take on all extra costs other than the costs of the speaker. About 550 UChicago students and about 100 people from the community are expected to attend. 
Thoughts: 

· There were mixed feelings on this event last year and might have been a waste of money. 
· $20,000 is a ridiculously large amount of money; this event would be nice but it is just too expensive. Also, SGFC does not fund for people unaffiliated with the school to attend, so that increases the price per head. 

· Also, there are so many extra costs for this event that they will almost definitely have to come back to ask for more funds. 

· Students should be charged $5.00 and people not affiliated with the school should be charged $25.00 because SGFC does not fund for community members. Assuming 550 people attending, this makes $5250 in revenues. 
· Thinking about it a different way: AnnAll has already given them $6000. How much are we willing to pay per head for this event? 

· We should at least fund what we gave to the College Republicans. 

· Gloria Steinem, however, is an infinitely better speaker than John Stossel or James Carvel. She would add a tremendous amount by coming here. Maybe, because of this, the per head count should not apply as much. 

· If they are providing a full dinner and such a distinguished speaker, people should be willing to pay. To make this event happen, SGFC will have to pay $20 per head. 

· $10,000 is a fifth of the money we have to spend each quarter; however this event will bring prestige to the community. Perhaps they should charge attendees more. 

· All of our peer institutions pay for speakers to come to the school. Do we want to make up for the fact that the university is not doing anything?

· $8000 seems like a more reasonable amount, making a total of $14,000 with the AnnAll funds. 

· They cannot sell enough Chinese buns to make up $8000 if we only fund $6000

· SGFC decides to fund $6000.00 with the suggestion that the UCDems return if they cannot raise the rest of the funds. 
Motion: Motion to fund $10,000. 3 in favor. 2 opposed. 1 abstention. Chair overrules. NOT PASSED. 
Motion to fund $8000. No one seconds. NOT PASSED. 

Motion to fund $6000. 3 in favor. 2 opposed. 1 abstention. Chair in favor. MOTION PASSED.
