Organization: Culinary Club 
Event: Cake Decorating Seminar
Budget: $270
Proposal: This seminar was very successful last year, so the Culinary Club is presenting this two-hour seminar again. The cook that is teaching the seminar is charging $40 a person. There will be a $10 per/head charge to attend the event, and they have $30 in their account from rollover. This club is asking for the remaining $30 per person for 15 people, which would bring the total request to $450. Since they only requested $270, they are willing to reduce the amount of people to 10. 
Thoughts: 

·   We should just give them the $450
Motion: Motion to fund $450. Six in favor. None opposed. No abstentions. MOTION PASSES. 
Final Budget: $450.00
Organization: Moda
Event: Capital Improvement
Budget: $102.91
Proposal: This request is for clothing racks and hangers. Every year MODA puts on a fashion show that gets bigger with every year. There will be 27 dress changes this year, so the club is requesting clothing racks and hangers so as to keep the costumes, which are on loan, in good condition. They will keep these for many years and will store them in Moda’s locker. 
Thoughts: 

Motion: Motion to fund in full. Six in favor. None opposed. No abstentions. MOTION PASSES.
Final Budget: $102.91
Organization: Folk Arts Community 
Event: Dance Weekend
Budget: $900
Proposal: The FAC has an event coming up in April that they are asking for funding for. They will be putting on workshops during an all-day event on Scottish, Irish and other types of dancing. This will be an opportunity for students to branch out and try new things. The workshops will be about an hour and a half long. They have several rooms booked in Ida Noyes already to accommodate all of the workshops. RBIM will come in to do a belly-dancing seminar. They have gotten money from Annual Allocations to fund a band for the event. Their budget asks, in part, for airfare for a professional teacher. Most of the rest of the funding for this event will come from ticket sales. Attendees not affiliated with the University will pay more for tickets ($12 for students and $50 for community members). Last year the FAC had about 400 people attend this event. 
Thoughts: 

· Basically, they already have money for this event and now they want more to add more things to the event. It would be more helpful to see the entire budget. 
· SGFC could recommend charging an extra $2 per ticket, which would raise an extra $700 given that about 350 people will attend. 

· SGFC should fund $550 on the basis that if they charge $1 extra per ticket, they can raise $350.

· Even combined with their Annual Allocations funds, this will not even cover half of their budget.
Motion: Motion to fund $550. No one seconds. MOTION FAILS. 
Motion to fund in full. Four in favor. One opposed. One abstention. MOTION PASSES.
Final Budget: $900.00
Organization: Chicago Shady Dealer
Event: The Return of the Great Mustache Race!
Budget: $673.43
Proposal: This budget asks for food and drinks for this event. There will be an opening ceremony next week and a closing ceremony during the spring quarter. This event used to be a tradition at UChicago during the 1930s, and the Chicago Shady Dealer would like to bring it back. There has been a lot of graduate student interest so far. They are allowing males and females to enter this competition: females are allowed to build fake beards and men are allowed to show up in drag. There is, however, a strict anti-drug policy: no hormone supplements or drugs like Rogaine are allowed. 
Thoughts: 

·   We do not fund retroactively, so we cannot fund the flyers. Otherwise, this budget costs $7.49 per person for two events, which is reasonable. 
· Clarification: the budget asks for money for more flyers. 

· We should cut Facebook flyers. 

· Facebook flyers are in the guidelines, but SGFC members feel they are not an effective means of advertising. 
Motion: Motion to fund $638.43. Four in favor. One opposed. One abstention. MOTION PASSES. 
Final Budget: $638.43
Organization: Chicago Society
Event: Stories from Iraq
Budget: $2000.50
Proposal: Chicago Society would like to highlight stories from people who have been to Iraq. They have invited people who are in the US from Iraq for academic purposes. The three people they have invited are all under death threat in Iraq and were all until recently under code name. They all have amazing stories and it would be great to bring them to campus and share their stories with the student body here. It will not be dangerous to have these individuals on campus, however they do not want any videos to be taken of them. 
Thoughts: 

· We should cut the number of large flyers to 20. Next, all of their airfare prices are reasonable, but the Cincinnati airfare should only be around $300. 
· Airfare will fluctuate, so it might not be a good idea to cut their airfare money

· With these changes, the budget asks for $7.22 a person, or $1804.30 in total.

· This is a really great event.
Motion: Motion to fund $1804.30. Five in favor. One opposed. No abstentions. MOTION PASSES. 
Final Budget: $1804.30
Organization: College Republicans
Event: Emmy-Award Winner John Stossel - 2008 Milton Friedman Lecturer and Host of ABC’s 20/20
Budget: $8,000.00
Proposal: 302 people can fit in Kent 107. This group estimates that 350 total people will fit, with standing room. They will also be charging $10 a head as an entrance fee. 
Thoughts: 

·   The last time this group came to SGFC and presented an $8000 budget, they were given $2000. 
· Allowing extra people to sit in Kent is a fire hazard, so only 302 people will be allowed. 

· SGFC should fund $2000 extra. They need this money to secure additional sponsorship. This event will cost $13.25 per person. With the total $4000 from SGFC, ticket sales, and other fundraising they can fund this event. 
Motion: Motion to fund an additional $2000.00. Five in favor. None opposed. No abstentions. 
Final Budget: $2000.00
Organization: Organization of Black Students
Event: OBS Cultural Show 2008: iRep
Budget: $5755.93
Proposal: OBS was given $2400 from Annual Allocations, which the representative says is just enough to rent Mandel Hall. They are using the arts to showcase various themes that encompass everyone on campus and that will appeal to all students on campus. They are also having performers at an after-party event. They will have student and community artists and performers at the event. The $2000 that they project to raise from ticket sales (they expect to sell 200 tickets at $10) was not subtracted from the overall budget. The food listed in the budget is based on an estimate of 200 attendees. In past years, they have not had this many people attend the event; last year only 50 people attended. 
Thoughts: 

· The iPods, large color posters, t-shirts, and M&M candies will be cut. The total, after subtracting donations and ticket sales, will then be $2934.05. With Annual Allocations, a total of $5434.05 from SG will go towards this event.
· We should also cut some of their after-party costs. One of their performers came to a fraternity during Fall Quarter for free. 
· This event could happen with the money they already have. 

· Their ticket sales have not historically been in the 50 range, so 200 is a good estimate for the amount of people that will attend.

· This event seems like a party, not a cultural show. There will be a cultural component to the event; OBS will be reusing a lot of costumes and are not putting their money towards the cultural part but it will be there. 

· Generally speaking, SGFC thinks the rest of the budget is reasonable. 

· Are Cheri Dennis and Jim Cozier worth $4000 to bring to campus? How do they bring cultural significance to the event?

· How does Italian food fit in with a cultural show for African-American students?

· Representative is brought in for extra questioning: She clarifies that Pizza Capri was chosen because no specific food goes to with the black culture; they are trying to reach out to the community as a whole. They are trying to spread the message that OBS members are students that happen to be black, not that they are black students. They wanted to be different and universal, which is why they decided on Italian food. The after-party is named uRep, so it brings a sense of fellowship and community to the show. Attendees will therefore be incorporated into the show. 

· SGFC could get rid of one of the after-party performers. 

· Our goal here is to enhance student life. We cannot keep shooting down every budget that comes in here. No wonder everyone hates us. 
Motion: Motion to fund $2934.05. Five in favor. None opposed. No abstentions. MOTION PASSES. 
Final Budget: $2934.05
