Organization: LSA 

Event: Violence

Budget: $1320
Proposal: Event features panelists speaking about violence in the Latino community. Several noted speakers from throughout the community will be attending. LSA is providing space and food for the event, while LSWO has covered all the rest of the costs (transportation for panelists, advertising, etc). There is high interest in this event, especially from outside the school, with an expected attendance of ninety people. They would like to have boxed lunches, along with some sort of breakfast. Lunch is the most important for the speakers. The current budget that they have is $300, which they are spending on renting AV equipment. Attendees are not charged anything to attend this event. 

Thoughts: Breakfast should be scaled down; boxed lunches are more expensive than they need to be. Danielle was completely against giving funding for food because it doesn’t add to the value of the event. It is too late now to charge a registration fee. The event is from 9-3:00 PM, so some sort of food should be offered. The proposed $10/person proposal for lunch is too much; about $6 should be offered. 
Motion: Cut continental breakfast, cut boxed lunch to $7/person, keep juice, soda and water. Complete funding amount: $706.50. Four people in favor, Danielle opposed.

Organization: Complementary and Alternative Medicine Interest Group
Event: Integrate Chicago

Budget: $432.85

Proposal: This is an interest group from Pritzker School of Medicine. This conference is for medical students from different universities to introduce them to various kinds of medicine and types of therapies. They need some funding for flyers, catering, handouts, bottled water, hospital nametags, and giveaways for the first thirty people that sign up online (a free book). The books will be for the first thirty people that register, from any school, not just from the U of C. They are applying to other organizations for grants as well. They need transportation funding for about 15-12 speakers. Attendees will pay a registration fee of $15. About thirty students from UChicago are attending.    
Thoughts: Angel: against Facebook flyer, not targeting the right people. 
Julian: The free books should not be funded by us when non-UChicago students will get them.

Jarrod: Book funding should be cut immediately. The badges are an unnecessary cost. Facebook flyers are unnecessary because only thirty people are expected to go. 

Katie: The parking fees should be split amongst all schools, not just us. Books should be cut, food funding should be cut. 

Danielle: Condition: we will pay for the books as long as they are for the UChicago students. (A fluid decision such as this cannot be made)

Angel: Funding not needed for napkins, should come with catering. Photocopies should only be funded by U of C students, not for everyone. 

Katie: Money for flyers kept, Facebook flyer deleted, $5/person for lunch given, cut speaker parking money, cut badges, cut books. 

Jarrod: Reduce Facebook flyer to only three days, reduce food to $7/person, cut parking fees in half, cut folders and labels, cut badges, cut books, reduce photocopying money. 

Julian: Above is pretty much everything, that’s cutting their whole budget. 
Angel: There is a $15 registration fee to cover most of their costs. 

Motion: Three days of Facebook flyers, reduce food money to $7/person, quarter the speaker parking money, keep bottled waters and nametags, cut out books. Total budget: $408.03.
Four in favor, Angel opposed.

Organization: Graduate Christian Fellowship
Event: Capital Improvement, purchase of DLP Projector
Budget: $899.00
Proposal: Request to purchase a multimedia data projector. They have many speakers and announcements to make and have been using an overhead projector and transparencies. They had to spend $100 on renting projectors each time. They will use the device, if not every week, at least five to seven times a quarter. They cannot use Cobb or Harper because they meet on Friday nights and they’d have to pay for the space. The projector they want has a shelf-life of at least five years. They would store it in their storage space in the basement of Ida Noyes. 
Thoughts: Julian: They should get the money. 
Katie: They should not get the money because it sets a precedent of all RSOs buying projectors. 

Jen: This proposal should be put off for now and we should work on reducing the price of projector rental.
Motion: No money given now, we will work on getting a projector for use by all RSOs that is cheaper than $100. All in favor, none opposed.

Budget: $300
Proposal: One general meeting per quarter. Funding needed for food, paper products. 
Thoughts: Katie: Do not fund it. 
Motion: Not to fund it. Three in favor, three opposed. NOT PASSED

Motion #2: $150 should be given to the RSO. All in favor.  
Final Budget: $150.

Event: Fall Quarter Study Break
Budget: $490
Proposal: Funding needed for food, paper products. The food is coming from Chinatown. This is for all students on campus. 
Thoughts: Relatively cheap budget for the amount of people that will attend. 
Motion: Fund the event. Six in favor, Anthony opposed. Final budget: $490.

Event: International Food Festival

Budget: $3927.40
Proposal: This is the biggest event that this organization puts on and is the best event for all cultural and ethnic RSOs—biggest RSO-run event of the year as far as attendance goes. They get different restaurants to donate food. Hand-held radios needed (rentals) to increase communication because the event is spread out throughout all of Ida Noyes and refrigerators are needed to store food. There is also a cultural show at the end, so they need funds for a CD player as well. Ida Noyes requires that this event have its own dumpsters. They are also required to hire people to clean up afterwards. About two thousand people will attend. 
Thoughts: Jarrod: CD player not needed at all. Radios not needed because they can be checked out for free. 
Motion: Fund napkins, spoons, forks, plates, advertising, dumpster, NOT radios, NOT refrigerator, trashcans, tubs, sound system, NOT sheet pans, tables, housemen, delivery, NOT t-shirts for volunteers, knives, soda, NOT CD player—contingent on the fact that if there is an extenuating circumstance under which they need a refrigerator, they will be given the money for it. Radios can be checked out for free. Final Budget: $3156.00. All in favor, none opposed.

Organization: OLAS
Event: 2008 Cultural Show
Budget: $7047.17
Proposal: The budget mainly covers food, personnel, rental space, props, costumes for dancers, and advertising. This takes into account money raised from fundraising and ticket sales. Tickets will be paid for before the event. Dancers are coming from within the group. Their account balance is also going to be used for other events, so it cannot all be used for this show. The costumes and props will be kept for future use. They probably won’t be able to get anything cheaper for food. Most of the audience will consist of people from outside the RSO since OLAS is one of the small cultural groups. Last year almost 400 attended. 
Thoughts: Jarrod: Most probably 500 people will not attend. Food budget should be cut to $9/person, 4/5 times everything else to factor in less people coming. 
Angel: Might be more economical for them to rent costumes rather than buying them since it’s costing about $5000. Buy some, rent rest. 

Julian: $9/person for food, 4/5 everything else including ticket prices, cut the backdrop. 

Motion: $9/person for food, 4/5 everything else including ticket prices, cut the backdrop. Final Budget: $5002.73. No one seconds. NOT PASSED.

Motion #2: Motion to fund them in full. Two in favor, three opposed. NOT PASSED.

Motion #3: Motion #1 brought up again: $9/person for food, 4/5 everything else including ticket prices, cut the backdrop. Final Budget: $5002.73. All in favor.

Organization: WOPAT
Event: Quarterly Kickoff
Budget: $248.00
Proposal: WOPAT has weekly meetings, so every quarter they try to have about nine to ten talks to attract members. This budget is for food to recruit more members, about thirty students for two meetings. 
Thoughts: Jarrod: Fund all the budgets. 
Katie: When considered on a per-head basis, this is too much. What is the value-added by having food? People who would go would go regardless of whether or not there is food. 

Anthony: Food gets people to go, they have cut their budget since years past. 

Angel: Budget should be cut by 20%, to $200.
Danielle: If this is such an academic club, why isn’t their department funding this? 
Motion: Fund in full. Two in favor, four opposed. NOT PASSED

Motion #2: Fund $180. No one seconds. NOT PASSED

Motion #3:  Budget should be cut by 20%, to $200. Five in favor, Danielle opposed.

Budget: $186.00

Jarrod: Fund all the budgets in full—not a very large amount of money and they’ve been doing it for a long time. Some of the food budgets can be cut, but for the most part it is reasonable. 

Katie: They should find cheaper ways of funding the chips and soda. 

Motion: Fund in full. Three in favor, three opposed. NOT PASSED. 
Motion #2: Fund $150. Three in favor, three opposed. NOT PASSED. 

Motion #3: Fund in full. Four in favor, two opposed. Final Budget $186.

Budget: $214.11
