Organization: Union of Russian Students

Event: Concert: Russian Folk Trio

Budget: $1000

Event: Team Coach

Budget: $1980 or $3960

Proposal: We need to hire a coach for our new Ballroom Dance Team. Please see enclosed document for the description of the team, its past activity, as well as the team roster.
-$90/hr; usually about 10 students; weekly 2 hr lesson on Saturday evening; $3960 is for rest of academic year.

Thoughts:

-apply as a sports club, next year at least?

-many colleges do have similar teams

-great idea, but per-student cost very high, even if number of students increased

-less frequent lessons? (once a month? Every 3 weeks?)

Event: CD Production

Budget: $6000

Proposal: We plan to record, mix, master, edit, and produce a high quality CD that showcases the talent of our a cappella group that creates a lasting record of our group’s accomplishments.  We will then sell the CD to the community so we are able to share our music and promote a cappella at the University of Chicago.
-last produced CD during 04-05

Thoughts:

-don’t want to put their account in debt

-CD sales may have been underestimated

-possibility of students doing some of production process

-fundraising/sponsorship possibilities ($1000)

-can’t give this much money to every a cappella group on campus

-explore NSIT recording studio option

Event: RENT

Budget: $2094

-similar event last year, 200 attended

-raise ticket price to $25? (cost prohibitive?)

-can get to theater by CTA, but lots of people

-reduce to 50 color posters

Event: Modern Dance class

Budget: $675

Proposal: Weekly modern class to be taught by Corey Nagel, a professional teacher from Chicago. This would be the fourth quarter we offer the class, which averages 15-20 students. It is the only regularly scheduled professional dance class offered on campus, and the only modern class taught.
-$75/class, 1.5 hrs/class; 9 classes per quarter

Event: Law School shuttle

Budget: $960

Proposal: SG is attempting to provide transportation at the end of Autumn quarter to Midway and O’Hare Airport for students who will be here a few days after the college’s regular calendar. This would be advertised in conjunction with the already approved airport shuttles, but will help to serve the law school’s academic calendar more than the previous shuttle service could.
